Keynote Speakers
The 5th National CAPS Conference will feature keynotes by Prof. Keith Meador of the Center for Spirituality, Theology and 
Health at Duke University (USA), Prof. Peter Coleman of the University of Southampton (UK) 
and Rev. Prof Elizabeth MacKinlay of the Centre for Ageing and Pastoral Studies.

Prof. Meador is Professor of Psychiatry and Behavioral Sciences and Associate Professor of 
Medicine at Duke University Medical Center. He is a physician and board certified psychiatrist 
with training in geriatric psychiatry, theology, and public health whose scholarship builds on 
his clinical, research and teaching background in mental health, pastoral theology and public 
health. His research also includes theological and conceptual exploration of the intersections 

of theology and health along with empirical research in practices of 
caring and the health of faith communities and clergy.

Prof. Coleman convenes the Gerontological Research Network of 
the University of Southampton. He carries out research on the subjects of mental health, 
adjustment, identity, religiosity, personality and attitude change in later life and is involved in a 
20 year longitudinal study of the health and well-being of elderly 
people in Southampton, with a particular focus on self-esteem 
and its sources.

Rev. Prof. MacKinlay is an Anglican priest, Professor of 
Theology at Charles Sturt University and Director of CAPS. She 

is also a Fellow of the Royal College of Nursing Australia and a Member of the Order of 
Australia. Prof. MacKinlay pursues scholarship in quality of life issues for older people where 
the process of ageing is examined within the context of meaning and well-being in life.
